Oakfield PS Summer Scheme 
We are pleased to announce that we have applied for additional funding from the Department of Education 
to run a short Summer Scheme this year. The Scheme will run from Monday 5 – Friday 9 July 2021 and from 
9am – 2pm daily.  The Scheme will be organised into 3 groups with P1 & P2, P3 & P4 and P5 & P6 and around 
20 pupils in each group.  Its main aim is to focus on children’s mental health and well-being with an emphasis 
for the preparedness of each child’s return in September 2021.  There will be daily specialist football coaching 
from Daniel Lafferty (IFA), complemented with other sessions focusing on the arts with a selection of music, 
art and drama.  Finally and importantly, there will be specific mental health and well-being activities based on 
the Fresh Little Minds programme.   
 

If you feel your child would benefit from inclusion in the scheme, could we ask that you make an application 
directly to Mr McCluskey at gmccluskey739@c2kni.net.  It is very likely that we will receive more than 20 
applications per group so part-time provision may be offered.  Please include the following details:
